Depending on the units selected, individuals can be employed in agriculture and other rural and regional
sectors. Individuals with this qualification carry out routine tasks under supervision where the work is
predictable and structured with limited judgment requirements.

The qualification is suited to VET programs delivered to secondary school students or learners with no
previous connection to the agriculture industry or relevant employment history.

No licensing, legislative or certification requirements apply to this qualification at the time of publication.
