Education support workers work mainly with students in classroom settings in primary or secondary 
schools, as defined by State/Territory legislation. 
 
No occupational licensing, certification or specific legislative requirements apply to this qualification at 
the time of publication. 
 

ELIGIBILITY/ENTRY REQUIREMENTS 

To ensure you have the right skills and support to succeed in your course, a Language, Literacy and 
Numeracy (LL&N) evaluation helps identify any areas where you may need additional support to help you 
achieve your goals. 
 
To gain entry into CHC40221 Certificate IV in School Based Education Support, candidates require; 

• Completion of LLN Robot quiz, minimum of Level 3 across all five areas (Learning, Reading, 
Writing, Oral Communication and Numeracy) 

• General command of spoken and written English to meet industry standards for communication 
in the Education sector 

• Valid Working with children clearance (Ochre Card) 

• Suitable workplace (paid or voluntary) to undertake placement of at least 100 hours of work in a 
classroom environment catering to primary or secondary school students. If the student is not 
currently working in a school, the University will organise a school for placement.
